4. All KUMITE, KO-GO and FUKU-GO athletes are obliged to have mouth (tooth) 

guards (breast-protection for women, groin protector for men are optional, but 
recommended safety equipment). 

5. They must have his / her own international travelling insurance and also personal 
accident insurance. 

6. They must belong to a National Federation which is a full and paid-up member of 
the WTKF including the year 2016. 

7. They must present Medical Release and International Health Insurance to Medical 
Emergencies. 

8. All countries must bring two national flags.
